Within

his showroom inside his luxurious private house
[hotel) that caters to & sophisticated clientale, he
has created a shop dedicated to shoes and
BCCASSOMies.
Residing on the first floor, this shop is connected
to the showroom floor by a flight of seven stairs.
The formerly complicated interior space has been
reorganized into an orderly and unique round
shape, covered with white Carrara marble and
designed to appear like a jewelry box.
The marble wall surfaces feature twelve recessed
display compartments measuring approximately 30

i wide for sh ing shoes and
accessories, which add a sense of rhythm to the
white, circular space. The recesses are trimmed in
all leather, and the smooth texture of this skin
tone provides a distinctive contrast to the shiny
marble.
Constructed like a brass Maccano construction kit,
the circular lighting fixture on the ceiling echoes
the concentric circle patterns in the floor tiles. The
iron structural beams have been covered by two
large marble blocks. Carved into the lower portion
is @ bench which sports six cushions stitched with
the same leather as the display compartments.
